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(applies to all students)
WRCS is committed to helping our students present themselves in a respectful, neat, and modest manner. Therefore, the following guidelines have been implemented.
(Items may be purchased at most major retail stores in the section for uniforms and on- line, including but not limited to: Walmart, Kmart, Target, Old Navy, Kohls, Roses, JCPenney.)

Clothing should be serviceable, comfortable, washable, and designed to be something the child can manage by himself/herself. In addition, the following guidelines are to be followed:

Shirts
· Must be polo, classic oxford or "Peter Pan" style, solid color or striped and without decoration. Appropriate undergarments (undershirt or camisole that is solid color and without decoration) must be worn under the classic style and Peter Pan shirts.
Male students - Only one button open at the neck.
Female students - May not be open more than 4 of the student's fingers from the collarbone.
· Must have a collar.
· Must have sleeves.
· Turtlenecks are permitted.
· Must be appropriately fitted (not skin tight or excessively large).


Slacks
· Must be a solid color, uniform style (black, navy or khaki) and without decoration.
· May not be denim or knit pants.
· Length should not exceed the sole of the shoe.
· Capri length must be below the knee.
· Must be appropriately fitted (not skin tight or excessively large) and worn at the natural waist. If a belt is needed, it should be a black or brown belt with plain buckle.


Shorts/ Skirts/Skorts/Jumpers
· Must be a solid color, uniform style (black, navy or khaki) and without decoration.
· May not be denim or knit.
· Must be appropriately fitted (not skin tight or excessively large) and worn at the natural waist. If a belt is needed, it should be a black or brown belt with plain buckle.
· Length must be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee.
· Shorts should be worn under skirts/jumpers.


Shoes
· Street shoes, athletic type shoes or sandals may be worn.
· All shoes must have a closed back or strap. No flip-flops.
· All shoes requiring shoelaces are to be laced and tied.
· Boots are permitted as style, weather, or season indicates. Must have athletic shoes for PE classes.


Outerwear
These items may be worn over turtlenecks or collared shirts.

· Sweaters (crew neck, v-neck or cardigan,)
· Sweatshirts (crew neck or hoodie, including WRCS branded wear)
· Jackets that are light or medium weight. Must fall between the waist and the thighs in length.
· Must be appropriately fitted (not skin tight or excessively large).
· Must be solid in color or striped and free of decoration and wording.
· HeavyIwinter coats may be worn to and from school but not in class.

Hair
· Must be clean and neatly groomed.
· No unnatural hair coloring is permitted.
· Extreme fads are to be avoided.

Hats/Sunglasses
· These items may not be worn inside the building.

Jewelry
· May not be spiked, offensive or anti-Christian.
· No facial, tongue or visible piercings.
· No enlarged ear-pierced openings for plugs, gauges, or similar devices.


Field Trips
· WRCS shirts should be purchased from the office to wear for casual field trips.
Parents are expected to uphold these guidelines and partner with the school in presenting a positive influence with their children. Faculty and staff will send students who are in questionable attire to the office. In all cases, the administration will have the final authority about the appropriateness of any school wear. The appearance must always be neat, modest, and appropriate.
